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CANAAN TOWN PROFILE

Canaan is located in the extreme northeastern corner of Vermont in
the County of Essex. It is bound on the north by the Province of Quebec,
Canada; on the east by the Connecticut River and towns of Clarksville,
Stewartstown and Colebrook, New Hampshire; and by the west and south
by the towns of Norton, Averill and Lemington, Vermont. The land area in
Canaan is 21,992 acres.

There are two villages in the Town of Canaan, of which Canaan is the
larger and is the goveming seat for the two villages. The village of Beecher
Falls is on the Canadian border approximately one mile northeast from the
village of Canaan.

Canaan had a population of 972 as of the 2010 census. The
population of Canaan has fluctuated near the 1000 mark for the past
century reaching a peak of 1194 in 1980. Future trends in the population
are largely dependent upon economic factors, namely the level of
economic activity at Ethan Allen Inc. plant in Beecher Falls and job
opportunities in local towns. Ethan Allen Inc. downsized and reduced its
workforce by approximately 400 employees. This had a major impact on
the local area. Most job opportunities will be predominately outside the
villages of Canaan and Beecher Falls. The recent sale and construction of
homes shows there could be a trend towards more seasonal residents and
retirees.

The village of Beecher Falls is the location of Ethan Allen Inc. a major
employer in the local area. There is also a Post Office, US Border Station
and a Volunteer Fire and Rescue Dept.

The village of Canaan is the location of the Town office, library and
Canaan Memorial School. The school is a Pre School - K — 12 education
system. There is also a US Border Station and Boarder Patrol Facility. The
Town garage is located in Canaan as well as the waste water treatment
plant and transfer station. The waste water treatment plant provides
services to Canaan, Vt. and Stewartstown NH. for residents on the
collection systems and residents with septic systems. The collection
systems and sewer plant was upgraded 2014. We also provide septic
services to local towns in our area.

The town manages two Fire Districts. Fire District | supplies water to
residents in Canaan and Stewartstown, New Hampshire. Fire District 1 is
scheduled to be upgraded in 2015. Fire District Il is located in Beecher
Falls and supplies water to Beecher Falls and Stewartstown, New
Hampshire residents. Fire District Il was completely upgraded in 2012.

The villages of Canaan and Beecher Falls are typical small towns that
are located through out New England.



Solid Waste Management Plan

The Town Solid Waste Management Plan will be consistent with the
objectives of the Town Plan, Zoning Ordinance, Town Waste Management
Ordinance. Our SWIP will be compliant with Act148 State Materials
Management Plan policies on solid waste management.

The Canaan Transfer Station is for Canaan Residents use only. The
only exception is that we are a collection site for the states E-Cycles
Program and we are required to accept electronics that are part of the
program.

We are classified as an independent town. We do not belong to any
district or alliance.

The impact on solid waste disposal is driven by local population,
business, school populations and industry. Canaan's growth pattern is not
likely to change enough to make a major impact on current levels of waste
disposal. The SWIP addresses these current levels and the plan will be
reviewed yearly to address any issues that heed attention. The Canaan
Selectboard in 2006 established a Solid Waste Review Committee. After
several years of review, visiting waste disposal sites in Vermont and New
Hampshire the Canaan Solid Waste Review Committee presented a new
solid waste disposal plan to the voters of Canaan. At Canaan’s 2007 Town
Meeting the town voted to build its own transfer station and adopted the pay
as you throw system for MSW and a fee based system to pay for
construction debris, tires. All metals and recyclables are accepted at no
charge. Taxes are raised to cover any shortfall from the sale of the town
trash bags to cover our solid waste disposal costs.

The Committee addresses all issues in meeting the requirements and goals
of our Solid Waste Implementation Plan.

To remain abreast of the current State Policy in regards to Act 148
State Materials Management Plan, the Town of Canaan accepts the
responsibility for the collection and disposal of waste and maintains a
recycling plan, ordinances and policies to meet these responsibilities. And
these responsibilities are:

e Maintain a SWRC (Solid Waste Review Committee) This
committee meets quarterly to review and monitor if all requirements
are being met in meeting our objectives and compliance with our
SWIP and meet the State Materials Management Plan Act 148. The
committee will be charged with finding ways to reduce our waste
streams and increase recycling for all waste streams. This committee
is made up of the Town Selectboard and the transfer station operator.
The meetings are open to the public. Meeting dates and minutes are
posted on our town website.

e The committee will keep abreast of the latest up to date
information on the Materials Management Plan Act 148 and keep the



public informed about all issues relating to waste management issues
and opportunities. We will accomplish this by the following means:

e Use ANR SWIP Template checklist needed to address SWIP
action requirements / status report. This lists all requirements and
timeframes needed to meet the requirements of ACT148. ltems G1
through S2 are action requirements. Some we are currently
already in compliance with and there are some we need to work
on to meet the standards. We will use this checklist to monitor our
progress in meeting the requirements.

o Keep the public informed of these opportunities through our
quarterly Town Carrier.

» Provide information in our Town Report on our waste
disposal budgets and any-new programs that are being introduced
by the state. Posting information on our Town Website.
(canaan.vt.org.

¢ Postings and handouts at the transfer station

o Publications on transfer station uses and fees are available at
the town office and on our Town Website.

¢ Keep ordinances regarding waste management updated and
current.

Current Solid Waste Management Process

Our current Solid Waste Management Process is as follows:

v _Transfer Station Collection Site Layout:
o Recycling Building:
» Closed top roll off for glass, plastics and tin, aluminum

cans and plates / pans.
Gaylord boxes for low grade paper.
Gaylord box for newspaper.
Partitioned off area for cardboard.
Drums for used motor oil, used cooking oil, aerosol
cans. No charge for used motor and cooking oil and is
used locally by a repair shop.

= Boxes for fluorescent CFL light bulbs and overhead

storage for same.

= Area for PaintCare products.

= Collection area for HHW.
Storage building for batteries.
Office for operator and compactor controls.
o Closed top container for MSW with a closed in chute over the

compactor.
o Open top container for Bulky and C/D wastes.
o Open top container for metals.
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o Closed top shipping container for tires and electronics
o Closed in container provided by Planet Aid for clothing etc.

(This will be located near the Town Office and Post Office).

v Payment structure.
o Pay as you throw for MSW.

=  We have our own town bag (with the town logo and
instructions on recycling and waste disposal) and we
charge per bag. Current price per bag is $1.70. The
bags are sold 10 to a sleeve. Purchased at local
businesses and town office. Sold ten bags per sleeve.
Local businesses provide this as a community service
(no mark up).

= Only approved town bags are accepted for the disposal
of MSW.

= Any shortfall to meet our budgets is raised through
taxes. This generally runs about a 50/50 split between
bag sales and taxes raised. Any shift towards the
increase of taxes will result in increasing the cost of the
bags to keep the 50/50 split.

= $2,000.00 is budgeted each year into a reserve account
for capital improvements,

o Bulky Waste / C/D ] Tires.
o This is fee based and there is a fee charge list for these
materials. Fee charges are updated annually if needed
to cover the costs for this waste stream.

o Electronics / Light bulbs / Paint products are part of the state
programs and there is no charge for these products.
o Batteries no charge.

v No waste products or recyclables are stored on the ground. They are all stored in
containers.
v Disposal Plan for all recyclable materials / Haulers:
o All Household recyclable materials are shipped to Coos County Recycling
Center. Coos County Recycling hauls all of our recyclables to the center.
o All recyclable metals are picked up by All Metals of Vt.
o Member of NRRA (Northeast Resource Recovery Association).They help
us schedule pick for our tires or other programs as needed.
o E-Cycle Program, PaintCare Program, Lamp Program. The haulers for these
programs are managed through the state as they are state programs. We
schedule pick-ups with the states approved haulers.

v Disposal Plan for all non-recyclable materials
o All household waste products that cannot be recycled are hauled to Mt.



Carberry Landfill, Berlin NH., 03670

All construction debris / Bulky wastes that cannot be recycled are hauled to
Mt. Carberry Landfill, Berlin NH., 03670.

Our Contracted hauler is J.k. Lynch, Colebrook NH.

For our HHW events our current hauler is Clean Harbors, Bristol, Ct.

The Town operates a waste site for clean wood, brush, tree stumps,
garden wastes and clean fill. No materials that have been painted or
treated or veneer products are accepted at this site. The site is a locked
site. This site is opened on Saturdays each month May through October
with the following exception: We open every second Wednesday of the
month to accommodate those who work weekends. The site is open 8:00
AM to 1:00 PM. This site is managed by a site operator to make sure that
only the allowable materials are deposited at this site. He estimates the
pounds / tonnage as we have no scales to weigh these materials. We use
this information to report at the end of the year.

We also open two weekends after Christmas to allow for residents to
get rid of trees and other clean wood if needed.

HHWICEG

The town will provide two HHW/CEG ( Household Hazardous Waste)
events. These events will be scheduled in the Spring and in the Fall. The
events will take place at the Town Transfer Station. The schedule for the
events will be published in our Town Carrier, local newspaper, local post
offices, transfer station, town website and Front Porch Forum. Information
regarding what can be accepted at these events is in our newsletter,
handouts at the transfer station, town office, and on our website. These
events will be in compliance with all hazmat requirements. We will have all
household hazardous wastes packaged and hauled off site by a certified
hazardous waste hauler. We are currently using Cleans Harbors. All projects
performed by Clean Harbors are executed in compliance with OSHA
Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency Response Regulations, 29
CFR 1910.120.

Details on meeting HHW/CEG requirements are addressed in the
ANR SWIP Template.



Wastewater Treatment and Collection System

In 2010 the Towns of Canaan and Stewartstown passed a bond vote
to upgrade pump stations and the treatment plant with a completion date
2014. The new treatment p!ant will be energy efficient. We have installed
solar panels that work the mixers in the lagoons system. A sludge sled was
purchased to remove sludge and store in a geo bag to be disposed of ata
landfill. If we can find an outlet for composting the sludge we will pursue
composting over that option. The new treatment plant buildings were
constructed to be energy efficient and meet all the current codes regulating
sewer collection and treatment systems. The heating system is a peliet
fumace, Back up generators were installed at the pump stations and the
treatment plant. Requirements for sludge, septage, residual waste disposal

are addressed in the ANR SWIP Template.

Future Plans

Future plans for addressing Canaan's solid waste disposal needs are
being addressed through our Solid Waste Review Committee. We will
meet all the timetable requirements for implementing Act 148 requirements

as noted in ANR SWIP Template.

Outreach and Education

We currently have our waste management plans on our website. Our new
SWIP will be posted when it is approved.

Information is also provided in our Town Carrier, which comes out every quarter,
which is mailed to all households and businesses-in town. The Carrier is also
posted on our website. We have provided our residents with the schedules and
timelines that we have to meet in regards to Act 148.

We keep our local school informed of any changes or requirements regarding
our waste management programs. They currently have programs directed towards
recycling and composting. Any new requirements will be added to their programs.
We have met with the Superintendent of our local school and they have been made
aware of the new changes and he is working with the local school to make sure
they meet the current requirements.

We will be meeting with local businesses to address the requirements to
remove food wastes from our waste streams and working with them to meet this
requirement.

In order to meet the requirements to remove food wastes out of our waste
streams we will have to provide a site to accept food scraps for composting.

We report on our waste management programs in our annual Town Report
and get feed back from the voters at our annual town meeting. We find that we get
better attendance and feed back at town meetings than holding public meetings.

Public meetings will be held to meet the requirements.
We will be working on a plan to address the waste streams created by



contractors and DIY’s. We currently accept clean wood at our Stump Dump and
some residents use the clean wood for their own projects. Example: Wood palliets,
wood frames from bed springs. The site manager will set wood aside what he feels
someone might want for their personnel use.

We will be sending out materials that address the opportunities for recycling
to our local carpenters and also provide the same information to DIY’s.

Keeping asphalt shingles out of our C/D container for recycling will be a
challenge. We will be reaching out to businesses in town to make sure they are
fully informed of the requirements of Act 148. We will also make sure that all public
buildings and parks have containers for waste and recyclables.

These requirements are addressed in the ANR SWIP Template.

Composting Food Wastes
We have been working on getting households, school and businesses to compost.
We have had some success. We now need to get everyone composting to meet the
requirements and deadlines of ACT 148. This will be done by increasing our campaign to
get everyone on board. These requirements are addressed in the ANR SWIP Template.

Reporting
We do quarterly reporting using the Re-Trac reporting system. We also provide annual
data in our Town Report on tonnages shipped for our waste streams. We don’t have a
good way of reporting our tonnages for recyclables as they are co-mingled with other
‘towns that belong to the Coos Recycling Center. This is something we will work on and
use weekly measurements. This requirement is addressed in the ANR SWIP Template.

TOWN OF CANAAN
ORDINANCE REGULATING
THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF SOLID WASTE

ARTICLE]
PURPOSE

To protect the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Canaan and to prom{ote the
conservation of natural resources and the wise use of the environment, the Board of
Selectman of the Town of Canaan hereby adopt this ordinance to regulate the separation,
recovery, collection, removal, storage and disposition of solid waste, including

recyclables, in the Town of Canaan, Vermont.

ARTICLEII
DEFINITIONS
‘Air Contaminates” shall mean dust, fumes, mist, smoke, other particulate matter,
vapor, gas, odorous substances, or any combination thereof.

B. “Authorization” by the Town of Canaan means authorized pursuant to a legal;
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contract or other written authorization entered into by the Town of Canaan and a
private third person defined herein.

“Emissions” shall mean a release into the outdoor atmosphere of air contaminates.
“Fire Warden” shall mean the person appointed to office as defined under
Vermont Statutes V.S.A. 10, Section 2641.

“Incineration” shall mean the burning of solid waste in an enclosed outdoor

container.

“Open Fire Burning” shall mean burning of solid waste in the open where the
products of combustion are emitted directly into the atmosphere without the
passing through a stack, chimney or other enclosures.

“Person” shall mean any person, firm, partnership, association, corporation,
company or organization of any kind.

H. “Recyclable” shall mean recyclable materials as specifically identified in

regulations promulgated by the Board of Selectmen.
“Solid Waste” shall mean any solid waste as defined in Title 10 V.S.A. Section

6602,
“Illegal Dumping” shall mean the dumping of solid wastes in unauthorized

locations that are not supplied with town approved containers.

ARTICLE 1l
AUTHORITY

In accordance with Title 10, Chapter 159 V.S.A., the collection, removal and disposal of
all solid waste within the limits of the Town of Canaan shall be regulated by the Board of
Selectman of the Town of Canaan which will have the power to establish the time,



method and routes of services, the providers of service and such other regulations as said
Board shall promulgate for the orderly provision of such service and the general health,
safety, and welfare of the Town inhabitants.

ARTICLEIV
COLLECTION
The Board of Selectman is authorized to employ or make contracts with individual
persons for the separation, recovery, collection, removal, storage, or disposition of solid
waste, including but not limited to, the efficiency of scale, past performances of a
contractor, stability of operation, and need of competition. The Board of Selectman may
adopt regulations regulating the preparation of solid waste for collection.

All collections and haulers of solid waste in the Town of Canaan shall register with the
Town of Canaan and such registration shall constitute authorization to collect solid
wastes and recyclables. The Board of Selectman may set a registration fee.

ARTICLEV
PUBLIC SAFETY

No person having the custody of residential, industrial or business premises from which
solid waste, including recyclables, is collected for disposal in the Town of Canaan shall
permit or cause any solid waste, including recyclables , within their control to become a
hazard to public travel, health or safety or to become a nuisance of any sort. Solid waste,
other than yard waste, may not be deposited or otherwise left out of doors unless it has
been placed in a the proper container as defined by regulations promulgated pursuant to
this ordinance. Household hazardous wastes may only be disposed of in accordance with
the regulation adopted by the Board of Selectmen from time to time.

ARTICLE VI
ILLEGAL DUMPING

Section 1.
It shall be unlawful for any person, business, or corporation to enter any Town of
Canaan solid waste facility when said facility or adjacent thereto, whenever said facility

is closed.

Section 2.
it shall be unlawful for any person to deposit, dump or leave solid waste in any
privately owned or maintained disposal container other than their own, nor any other

private property, without the consent of the owner.

Section 3.
It shall be unlawful to deposit in a municipality owned or maintained disposal

container any solid waste other than that created or originated in any public
buildings/grounds/ highways or the person of anyone using said public
buildings/grounds/ highways.



Section 4.
It shall be unlawful to deposit solid wastes at the Canaan Stump Dump other than

trees, brush, stumps, yard and garden organic materials. Clean construction materials
such as unpainted lumber. No painted materials, veneer or particle board.

ARTICLE VII
OPEN FIRES AND INCINERATORS

Section 1.
Except as provided by this article, the bumning of any solid waste, either by open

fire or incineration in the Town of Canaan is prohibited.

Section 2. : ,
A specific written permit may be granted by the Fire Warden or his designee for
the open burning of yard and garden debris including trees, stumps, brush, untreated
wood, lawn clippings, and leaves; provided the Fire Warden is satisfied that no hazards
will be created by such buring and the emission of air contaminants will not create a

danger to the health and property of citizens of the Town of Canaan.

ARTICLE VIII
SEPARATION OF RECYCLABLES

Section 1.
Except as hereinafter provided, recyclables from all residences, businesses,

corporations, apartments, institutions or industries within the Town of Canaan shall be
kept separate from other solid waste, either delivered to a private or Town collections
facility, or placed at the street curb or designated area, as defined in regulations adopted
pursuant to this ordinance. Recyclables placed at the curb shall be placed in a manner
designated by regulation as established by the Board of Selectman for collection on
collection day as set forth under a schedule determined by the Selectman.

Section 2.
In accordance with regulations adopted pursuant to this ordinance, any person

within the Town of Canaan may properly dispose of recyclables at private collection
facilities or at collection areas maintained by the Town of Canaan or its desifnated agent

for that purpose. Recyclables shall be separated according to standards that shall be
promulgated as regulations pursuant to this ordinance by the Board of Selectmen.

Section 3.
Placement requirements may be waived for reasons of age, infirmity or handicap.

ARTICLE IX
COLLECTION BY UNAURTHORIZED PERSON

It shall be a violation of this ordinance for any person not authorized by the Town of
Canaan to collect or pick up or cause to be collected or picked up any solid waste,



including recyclables. Any and each such collection shall constitute a separate and
distinct offense punishable as hereinafter provided.

ARTICLEX
PENALTIES & ENFORCEMENT

Section 1.
Any person violating any provision of this ordinance or the regulations enacted

hereunder shall be fined not more than $100.00 for each offense.

Section 2.

The Town of Canaan, or its designated agent reserves the right to refuse to collect
solid waste or to refuse to allow disposal at any facility operated by the Town or for the
benefit of the Town where this ordinance or the regulations promulgated hereunder are
ignored or violated. The Town of Canaan further reserves the right to terminate the
authorization of any hauler who violates this ordinance or the regulations promulgated

hereunder.

Section 3.

The Town of Canaan or its designated agent will conduct random checks at pick
up points and Transfer Station to ensure compliance with the ordinance. The Transfer
Station will be manned at all times that it is opened to receive solid waste and recyclable

materials.

Section 4.
The Town may refuse upon violation of Article VIII of this ordinance, to pick up

solid waste or recyclables until such time as the provisions of this article are complied
with.

Section S.
Unless otherwise provided for herein, each day that a violation shall continue or

exist shall constitute a separate offense.

Section 6.
The Town of Canaan may, upon the violation of any provision of this ordinance,

maintain an action to enjoin the violation of these ordinances, or any regulations adopted
to implement the same, but the election of the Town to proceed with an application or
petition for an injunction shall not prevent a criminal prosecution for the violation of this
ordinance. Expenses incurred by such action shall be recovered by the person whose legal

duty it was to comply with these ordinances.



ARTICLE XI
INCONSISTENT REPEAL

All ordinances or parts of ordinance, resolutions, regulations or other documents
inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of

such inconsistency.

ARTICLE XII
SEVERABILITY

This ordinance and the various parts, sentences, sections and clauses thereof, are hereby
declared to be severable. If any part, sentence, section, or clause is adjudged invalid, it is
-herby provided that the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected thereby.
ARTICLE X1l
EFFECTIVE DATE

This ordinance shall take effect (40) days from the adoption by the Selectmen.

Mission for Materials Management

SWME Profile:

The Town of Canaan has required recycling since Act 78 was adopted. At that
time the town offered curbside pick up for both household waste and recyclables. The
recyclables were sorted and hauled to our local recycling center. In 2006 the town created
a Solid Waste Review Committee to assess current programs and how to improve
programs to reduce waste and increase recycling. The committee provided information
and options to the town on ways to reduce waste and increase recycling. In 2007 the
town voted and passed an article at the town meeting to go to pay- as —you — throw (using
our own town bag) and to build our own transfer station. We are an independent town.
The transfer station is owned by the town. Going to pay as you throw provided our
residents the individual incentive to reduce their solid waste disposal costs. This
incentive to recycle all materials that are accepted by our recycling center or state
sponsored programs, was instrumental in reducing our solid waste going to the landfill
and reducing costs for everyone. The commitment of the town to invest in ways to reduce
the waste streams to the landfill has been successful. Passing the Article at the 2007 town
meeting to build a transfer station and a pay as you throw system demonstrated that
commitment and they have been rewarded for doing so.

‘While this move increased our recycling and reduced our wastes going to the
landfill we know that this is an on going commitment to work on getting wastc products
that can be recycled out of our waste stream. Our goal is to meet the guidelines and
timelines of Act 148. One of our goals is to work with our local school to add to the new
AG Program a study devoted to composting. We will see if we can combine the towns
need to compost with the schools and make it a town and school project. We will try to
locate a centralized composting site adjacent to the transfer station, wastewater treatment
plant and the school. This will meet the towns need to provide the town residents access
to a composting site. We will also be working with our local contractors to meet the
requirements to recycle construction / demolition materials.
